BALLAST : 12.0 KTS – CONSUMPTION 19.5MT ABT + 0.5MT MGODMA MAX 0.10%
LADEN 11.5KTS-CONSUMPTION 23,0MT ABT+0.5MT MGODMA MAX 0.10% SULPHUR

IN PORT WHEN IDLE: 3 IFO RMG 380 / 0.5 MT MGO DMA MAX 0.10% SULPHUR
IN PORT WHEN WORKING:5 IFO RMG 380 / 0.5 MT MGO DMA MAX 0.10% SULPHUR

VESSEL BURNS MGO DMA MAX 0.10% SULPHUR IN M/E WHEN MANEUVERING , WHILE ON ROADS/ANCHORAGE, CANAL AND NARROW, SHALLOW WATERS, RIVERS AND IN/OUT OF PORTS/BERTHS.

VESSEL HAS THE LIBERTY OF STEAMING AT SLOW SPEED OR STOP/BEING IDLE FOR THE PURPOSES OF BALLAST EXCHANGE IF REQUIRED.

CONDITIONS : AT OPEN SEA UP TO AND INCLUDING BEAUFORT SCALE 4 (11-16 KN) AND TOTAL COMBINED (SEA AND SWELL) SIGNIFICANT WAVE HEIGHT CONFINED TO LIMITS OF DOUGLAS SEA STATE 3 (IE MAX 1.25 METERS) ANY STEAMING DAYS WITH NET ADVERSE CURRENTS ARE NOT TO BE INCLUDED IN THE 'GOOD WEATHER' ANALYSIS FOR CALCULATIONS OF A GOOD WEATHER PERFORMANCE SPEED. 
NO CURRENT FACTOR ON QUALIFIED GOOD WEATHER DAYS CAN BE APPLIED FOR FAVOURABLE CURRENTS AND EXCLUDING TIMES WHEN SAILING WITH REDUCED RPM, WHEN MANEUVERING OR SAILING IN SHALLOW/ RESTRICTED WATERS AND WHEN APPROACHING / ENTERING / LEAVING PORTS, RIVERS, CANALS, ETC.VESSEL BURNS MGO WHEN MANEUVERING AND ENTERING/LEAVING PORTS AND IN NARROW/CONFINED WATERS.

 VESSEL'S SPEED/CONSUMPTION WARRANTED ONLY DURING GOOD WEATHER DAYS OF 12 CONSECUTIVE HOURS RUNNING BETWEEN MASTER'S REPORTED POSITIONS. 
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
